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enough, we aren't fair enough to be god. Not even when we group
together as nations are we wise enough. The real problem is that
we are actually in rebellion against the God who really exists.
We foolishly think that we know better than he does. In any
case, we are not going to let him run our lives for fear that he
will make us do something we don't want to do, or have us give up
some attitude or action that we enjoy.

CONCLUSION

The misery we see all around us in the world is the conse

quence of disobeying God's two great commandments. We don't want
to obey God's rules, so we try to make our own. We can't keep
these either. But if we can't even live up to our own standards,
how can we live up to God's?
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
